© HISTORY

The descendant of a line of ancestors going back to the Middle Ages, the French Union of Shooting
Associations (Union des Sociétés de Tir de France) was created in 1886. After the merging of several
closely linked associations within the USTF, the French Shooting Sports Federation (Fédération Fran-
caise de Tir) was founded in 1967. This non-profit making association has been officially recognised
as serving the public good since 1971.

The French Shooting Sports Federation acts on behalf of the Ministry of Sports. It is an active member
of CNOSF (French National Olympic and Sports Committee - Comité National Olympique et Sportif
Francais) and of CPSF (French National Paralympic and Sports Committee - Comité National Para-

lympique et Sportif Francgais). Its president is currently Michel BACZYK and its National Senior Mana-
ger Gilles MULLER.

The French Shooting Sports Federation is willing to
increase female Shooting Sports practice. Its Sports
Policy includes a Plan for Feminisation focused on five
main axis: access to decision-making bodies, practicing
increase, high performance sport, arbitration and tech-
nical coaching. The number of women practicing Shoo-
ting Sports is around 10%. Among top sportspersons,
they represent 45% of the population.

Since January 1st, 2017, the French Shooting Sports
Federation integrated para-shooters, with appro-
priate delegation of responsibilities from the Ministry
for Sport. It is now in charge of four main families of
events: Pistol, Rifle, Shotgun and Visually Impaired.

Located in the very center of France, in Chateau-
roux-Déols, the CNTS is one of the largest shooting
ranges in the world. It has shooting ranges from 10 to
600 meters with 5 skeet ranges and 33 Practical
Shooting firing lines. The building of a Final Events
Hall began in 2021 and will be completed during the
first months of 2022.
